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1. Executive summary
This document provides a framework on the requirements for the inspection system related to Waste Shipment Regulation (WSR), with particular regard to the planning of inspections.
Starting from the description of the current situation of environmental control of Transfrontier Shipments of Waste (TFS) in Macedonia, the report investigates the possible steps to be undertaken by the State Environmental Inspectorate (SEI) to start performing inspections according to the duties stated in the Regulation  1013/2006/EC. An overview of the available studies and guidances is provided as well. Annex 1 includes as a complement the links to the legislation and guidance documents discuss throughout the document.
2. Environmental inspection duties as stated in the Regulation  1013/2006/EC on shipments of waste (WSR Regulation) 
2.1. Duties stated in the WSR Regulation
Regulation (EC) No. 1013/2006 on shipments of waste (WSR) states in article 50 Enforcement in Member States, the following obligations for Member States related to inspection:

· (Art. 50.2,3,4,6): Establish an effective monitoring system, including inspections and spot checks on shipments of waste.  

· (Art. 50.5): Member States shall cooperate, bilaterally or multilaterally, with one another in order to facilitate the prevention and detection of illegal shipments.

· (Art 53-55):  Design the competent authorities, correspondents and customs offices of entry into and exit from the EU for shipments of waste. 
EU regulation was reinforced in 2014 in order to provide a more efficient monitoring system of waste shipments inside and outside EU borders, through Regulation (EU) No. 660/2014 of 15 May 2014. The revision was intended to fill gaps in the way the competent authorities of the EU Member States involved in the inspections ensure the effective application of WSR and conduct inspections. EU Member States are required to apply the new changes in the years 2016-17.

Regulation (EU) No 660/2014 sets very important changes to the WSR:
· in Article 2 of WSR, is added 35a: Definition of “inspection” (actions undertaken by the authorities involved to ascertain whether an establishment, an undertaking, a broker, a dealer, a shipment of waste or the related recovery or disposal complies with the relevant requirements set out in this Regulation).
· in Article 26 of WSR, paragraph 4 is replaced: introduces the possible implementation of electronic data interchange for the submission of documents and information.

· Article 50 of WSR is amended in order to ensure that Member States provide measures for inspections including plans based on a risk assessment (art. 50.2a); include several additional prescriptions and contents for inspections and requirement of documentary evidence (art. 50.4).
Particularly the Regulation 660/2014, amending  several chapters of WSR, specially Article 50, implies qualitative changes strengthening the role of environmental inspection. 

Some major changes to ensure a more efficient monitoring system of waste shipments inside and outside EU borders that are worthy to mention are: 

· Inspections of waste shipments shall include the verification of documents, the confirmation of identity and, where appropriate, physical checking of the waste.

· In order to ascertain the nature of the waste, or that a substance is not waste, the authorities involved in inspections may require the person who is in possession of the substance to submit documentary evidence. Otherwise it shall be considered as an illegal shipment (burden of proof for the possessor).
· Inspection plans shall be based on a risk assessment and shall include a number of key elements, namely objectives, priorities, the geographical area covered, information on planned inspections, the tasks assigned to authorities involved in inspections, arrangements for cooperation between those authorities involved in inspections in an EU Member State, as well as in different EU Member States, and in third countries.
· Inspection plans shall consider information on the training of inspectors as well as on the human, financial and other resources for the implementation of the inspection plan concerned. 

The EU Guidelines (2015/C 157/01) for customs controls on transboundary shipments of waste, although does not constitute a legally binding act, is an important reference for enhanced cooperation between Customs and NCAs, including smooth information exchanges. See Annex 1 for the links to this and other guidance documents.
Another cornerstone of environmental inspection planning is the Recommendation 2001/331/EC (RMCEI), that provides minimum criteria for environmental inspection activities and states that inspections should be planned in advance.

2.2. Implementation in the EU & guidance documents
There is a high intensity of work on waste shipments, guidance documents, meetings and also cooperation programs. Experts from EU countries, IMPEL, as well as budgetary and technical support of European Commission are involved.

IMPEL has developed an “Expert Team on Waste and TFS”, focused on the practical implementation and enforcement of international and European Waste Shipment Rules. The group carries out joint enforcement projects, awareness raising and capacity building activities, inter-agency and cross-border collaboration, and operational enforcement activities.  Members of the cluster represent environmental authorities, but also customs and police services and other authorities that play a role in the enforcement of the transfrontier waste shipments.

IMPEL has published among others these TFS-related guides:  “Waste(s)Watch”, “Waste sites manual”, and  “Step-by-step guidance book for waste shipment inspections”.
IMPEL is working on its “IMPEL-TFS enforcement actions III”  project including enforcement actions in road, port and company inspections, exchange of inspectors, basecamp on-line data sharing, case studies, webinars, best practice meetings and an on-line survey.  Its objectives are:
· To work towards an adequate level of inspections in all Member States and a consistent level of enforcement at all exit points of the EU.
· Promote site inspections at points of loading and encourage a cradle-to-grave approach to inspection to minimise illegal shipments.
· To verify waste destination and the treatment at their destination within or outside Europe.
· To provide an easily accessible European enforcement project for all Member States, and encourage them to co-operate.
· To detect illegal shipments and deter future ones through effective communication and guidance.
· To facilitate take-back procedures after an illegal shipment has taken place.
· To maintain and improve the network of front line inspectors, inspection methods, exchange of information and knowledge.
· Demonstrate that the Member States take the enforcement of the WSR seriously.

Currently, the IMPEL-TFS Project “Waste shipment inspection planning” is running, as participants of the former project expressed the need to develop a standard format/template or at least a guideline for an inspection plan in line with the requirements of the WSR which should make inspection plans also more comparable. They also supported an exchange of existing plans, experiences and priorities.

The European Commission too stepped forward in order to assess an effective enforcement of WSR, publishing the Commission staff working paper SWD(2013)268 in 11.7.2013 (Impact assessment_accompanying document to a legislative proposal and additional non-legislative measures strengthening the inspections and enforcement of Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 June 2006 on shipments of waste), with a proposal for measures strengthening the inspections. Following the policy recommendations laid in the conclusions of this working document, Regulation (EU) No 660/2014 amending WSR was published. 

See Annex 1 for the links to the guidance documents and projects mentioned.
3. Current Macedonian situation regarding the environmental control of transfrontier shipments of waste
3.1. Legal and institutional framework in the Republic of Macedonia
Republic of Macedonia is part of the Basel Convention since 1997. Ministry for Environment and Physical Planning (MoEPP) participates to training programs, including exchange of information and experience, through the Basel Convention Regional Centre in Bratislava
.
WSR has not yet been transposed in the national legislation; nevertheless, the import, export and transit of waste through the territory of the Republic of Macedonia is regulated within the Law on waste management (LoWM) (art. 102-107); art. 103 states that export, import and transit of hazardous wastes can be done only in accordance with Basel Convention. MoEPP prepared secondary legislation to fully transpose the WSR, but, up to now, the text is still not finalized.
Currently, competent authorities responsible for performing the duties arising from the Basel Convention, according to Art 2(18)-(21) 33, 37 and 53-55 of the WSR, have been designated. MoEPP/Administration for Environment – Waste Sector has been appointed as competent authority of dispatch, destination and transit, while MoEPP and Ministry of Transport and Communication (MTC) are designated competent authorities for shipments within the country. So far, the Republic of Macedonia has no facilities for recovery of waste under Basel Convention.
A Rulebook on the procedures and the content of the forms for transboundary waste movement (Official Gazette of RM no. 37/03) has been issued for the supervision and control of shipments of waste.
In the current situation, according to art. 106 of the LoWM, export, import, and transit of waste shall be carried out on the basis of a permit issued by MoEPP. Permits are valid for 12 months and according to them a yearly report has to be produced by the operator. 
The so called “Green List” (Annex III of WSR) does not exist yet, therefore there are no wastes subject to the general information requirements of art. 18 of the WSR. For transit of waste art. 35 of Regulation 1013/2006 is followed and the corresponding consents are issued consequently.
An updated version of the Rulebook has been drafted and is foreseen to come into force within the end of 2016, once the LoWM will be amended accordingly. It has been drawn up pursuant to Article 106 paragraph (5) and (6) of the LoWM, and is fully harmonized with the WSR.
There is no official monitoring system yet established, but it should be, according to LoWM. MoEPP shall prescribe the methodology for performing the monitoring. On the other side, SEI ascertains whether permits for import, export and transit of waste are in place and whether the import, export or transit of waste is done according to the conditions referred to in the permit; SEI, in domestic territory, and Customs officials in the borders are responsible for checking of the waste shipments. 
Up to now, customs officials are expected to be the main authority controlling the transfer documentation as they have staff and equipment enough to perform those duties. SEI inspectors are expected to make control of waste issues before the truck leaves the company within the Republic Macedonia.
According to Article 107 of LoWM, MoEPP can withdraw the permit when there is an infringement of the conditions in the waste permit for import, export or transit. 

The establishment of an effective monitoring system, including inspections and spot checks on shipments of waste was foreseen to be concluded within 31/12/2015, but is still a goal of the MoEPP to be achieved.
3.2. Relevant projects on TFS implemented in the Balkans
In addition to the guidances mentioned in §2.2, it is worth to mention further documents that have been developed within european projects recently promoted in the Balcan area.
Twinning project BG/07/IB/EN/02 “Strengthening of the administrative capacity with the aim to ensure the efficient enforcement of the EU waste management” – Bulgaria (2009-2010)
The purpose of the project was to strengthen and improve the existing administrative capacity for enforcement of the waste management legislation (in particular WSR) by the competent authorities in a close cooperation with Customs Agency, Border Police, etc.
The project was also a tool for strengthening the coordination among the different waste management enforcement bodies in Bulgaria and in EU.

One of the expected result to be achieved during the project implementation was to ensure enforcement of the implementation of WSR in Bulgaria through the training of the responsible staff from Ministry, Executive Environmental Agency, Customs Agency, Police and Border Police. In order to reach this goal the following joint inspections of shipments of waste were foreseen:

· Road inspections.
· Sea-port inspections.
· Railway inspections.
· Border inspections.
· Company/facility inspections.
· Landfill sites inspections.
One relevant product of the project was the Manual on waste control (2010). It focuses in the detection, prevention and control of illegal waste shipments, that have to be considered one of the main priorities in enforcing the WSR.

The Manual is divided into two parts: Part I focuses on checks of transboundary waste shipments; Part II concerns checks at facilities and companies. Annexes contain additionally useful links and copies of important documents to be checked during inspections.

Twinning project “Strengthening the capacities for control of transboundary movement of waste” – Croatia (2012-2014)
The project focused on the development of procedures for coordinated enforcement of the regulation related to transboundary movement of waste. As supporting materials have been developed the following main documents:

· A Manual for coordinated enforcement of WSR and related provisions in the Waste Act and related bylaws.
· A Waste Catalogue and an information toolkit.

The “Manual for coordinated enforcement of regulations concerning shipments of waste” includes a chapter dedicated to “Inspections of transboundary shipments of waste” (Chapter 5) and one dealing with “Performance of inspections” (Chapter 6).
Furthermore, one of the key points on which the project focused was the capacity building of environmental protection inspectors and other stakeholders for coordinated enforcement of the regulations related to transboundary movement. Regarding this topic, a proposal of training programme for all environmental protection inspectors and key stakeholders  to enhance enforcement of the regulations related to transboundary movement of waste was developed.
Recommendations for improving cooperation with Interpol and Europol in the area of transboundary movement of waste were elaborated as well.

ECRAN (Environment and Climate Regional Accession Network)
ECRAN, financed by EU and managed by the European Commission, assists the beneficiaries countries in exchange of information and experience related to preparation for accession; it is strengthening regional cooperation between the EU candidate countries and potential candidates in the fields of environment and climate action and assists their progress in the transposition and implementation of the EU environmental and climate acquis. 
The ECRAN Working Group “Enforcement and Compliance (ECENA)”, is performing training activities (Activity 1.2.5) in TFS, with the overall aim of improving knowledge on WSR and increasing insight in related compliance and enforcement mechanisms and knowledge about performing inspections. 
4. Recommendations on next steps 
4.1. Use of the Waste(s)Watch and IMPEL guidance for waste shipment inspections
“Waste(s)Watch” is a guidance published by IMPEL in 2010 with very useful information to consider in the inspection of waste shipments.  There is a very practical and visual information to inspectors with criteria on how to classify a waste and decide if it is or not hazardous and to find the appropriate procedure for the relevant waste shipment, chart with possible violations according to WSR. 
Translation into Macedonian has been made of the WasteWatch IMPEL tool within this Twinning project, and printing of copies to be distributed to relevant authorities is going to take place in the following months. It is strongly recommended to give good diffusion and deliver training related to the use of the tool.
“Step-by-step guidance book for waste shipment inspections” (DTRT-TFS),  is an IMPEL report of  December 2012 of a project produced to support practitioners in the implementation on the “Recommendation 2001/331/EC providing for minimum criteria for environmental inspections in the Member States” (RMCEI) and WSR for setting the rules on enforcement and undertake inspections, particularly planning in advance inspection activities.

It gives practical information to plan inspections in advance by: 

· identifying the scope, 

· setting priorities based on a risk assessment and ranking

· defining objectives, targets and strategies

· planning the inspections, content, schedule, issues to be addressed, review

· guidance, training and equipment 

· executing and reporting

· monitoring performance.
It is recommended to take this report as a reference when planning TFS inspections.
4.2. Recommendations linked to implementation of WSR inspections
SEI commitments related to inspections on waste are set in the LoWM; therefore SEI can play a key role in the field of inspection of transfrontier shipments of waste. 

Usually, the Customs key role-control is inspections of the documentation and consignments at the country external borders. The key role of SEI can be performed, instead, throughout the territory within the country (documentation and procedures of transboundary movements of waste, inspections, spot checks in establishments, brokers, dealers, shipments of waste), or at the border in cooperation with Customs to support them technically. 
It is essential that SEI can start planning its actions in order to maximize the effectiveness of control.

To achieve such a goal, three main aspects have to be considered:
1. Appropriate planning

2. Communication and cooperation with other inspection authorities (sharing of information, tasks division)
3. Training on waste shipment regulation and documentation

Brief suggestions to deal with the above mentioned topics are shown in the following.
4.2.1. Appropriate planning

Despite the WSR, illegal shipments of waste are still a significant problem. 

Adequate planning of inspections of shipments of waste is necessary to establish the capacity needed for inspections and to effectively prevent illegal shipments.
According to the new provisions laid down in Article 50 of WSR (after being amended by Regulation (EU)660/2014), inspection plans should be based on a risk assessment covering specific waste streams and sources of illegal shipments and considering, if available and where appropriate, intelligence-based data such as data on investigations by police and customs authorities and analyses of criminal activities.

Inspection plan should include the following elements, as also indicated in §2.1: 

(a) the objectives and priorities of the inspections, including a description of how those priorities have been identified; 

(b) the geographical area covered by that inspection plan; 

(c) information on planned inspections, including on physical checks;

(d) the tasks assigned to each authority involved in inspections; 

(e) arrangements for cooperation between authorities involved in inspections; 

(f) information on the training of inspectors on matters relating to inspections; and 

(g) information on the human, financial and other resources for the implementation of that inspection plan

The first inspection plan should be adopted by EU Member States on the 1st of January 2017. It is therefore suggested that in the way of the Republic of Macedonia towards its alignment with EU the current year, or latest 2017, should be used to set up the main pillars of the Plan to be fine-tuned the following year.
In the IMPEL-TFS guidance book “Doing the right things for waste shipment inspections (DTRT-TFS) Step-by-step guidance book for waste shipment inspections” mentioned in section 4.1, the steps that lead to an inspection plan are described: defining the scope of the inspections to be covered by the plan, assigning priorities to these inspections deciding upon what targets they should produce and, given the available resources, how and when the inspections should be carried out to achieve these results.

4.2.1.1. General recommendations to plan inspections

To properaly define the activity to perform, the first step that SEI has to undertake is the identification of the scope of its actions, on the basis of the following relevant factors: 

· Statutory tasks and competences given by the LoWM and the Rulebook on the form and the content of the forms for transboundary waste movement (Official Gazette of RM no. 37/03).
· Available resources of the inspecting authority (finances, staff, equipment).
· Environmental outcome that is to be achieved. 

· Government policy and priorities that have to be observed. 

· Geographical area of competence and its characteristics (EU borders, transit routes etc.). 

As the insufficient staffing is a problem to be considered, SEI has to focus his activities on the basis of priorities set by a risk assessment. This evaluation has to take into account general criteria as:
· The amount of waste exported – imported – generated.
· Classification and hazardous properties of waste.
· Profitability of illegal trade. 

· Risk country of dispatch / destination.
For example, the focus can be put on specific waste streams or on “green listed” wastes, once the new Rulebook will come into force. 

As the inspectorate will not be the only authority involved in WSR inspections, it is necessary to take into account when defining the strategy, that inspections of shipments may take place in particular: 

(a) at the point of origin, carried out with the producer, holder or notifier. 

(b) at the point of destination, including interim and non-interim recovery or disposal, carried out with the consignee or the facility.
(c) at the frontiers of the Union; and/or 

(d) during the shipment within the Union.
Therefore the inspection strategy has to set out where the actions will take place.

As the lifecycle of waste can be described as a waste chain, the cooperation of SEI with the other inspection authorities should guarantee an overall supervision and control over waste chains. This concept is illustrated in the following figure:

Chain enforcement is based on waste chain analyses, threat assessments, pre-selected waste streams, companies, locations and/or sites prior to the actual inspections.

Inspections can be subdivided into three types, namely:

· Transport inspections: inspections during waste transport by road, water, rail or air (in this case SEI has not the power to stop trucks).
· Company inspections: inspections of companies and locations where waste is physically produced, stored, recovered and/or disposed.
· Other inspections: inspections of documents of companies where waste is only being traded, documented or registered administratively.

In addition, it has also to be specified the choosen ways of compliance checking:
· Administrative checks (are all relevant documents complete and correct?). 
· Physical checks (is the content of the container according the documents?).
Inspections of shipments include the verification of documents, the confirmation of identity (evidences that subject or object is not a waste)  and, where appropriate, physical checking of the waste. The key element is the possibility for authorities involved in inspections to require evidences.

The following step is therefore to gather information about the compliance behaviour of the target group, useful to tackle the general following challenges for authorities involved in inspections:

· Identification: waste – non waste, “troublesome” waste streams.
· Compliance of shipment of waste with legislation (when is the shipment deemed to be illegal?).
· Adjustment of administrative procedures (documentation, etc.).
Once the strategy has been defined (inspections at the waste generation plant, at the border, etc.) and the mandatory documents to be checked are collected, procedures for routine inspections have to be drafted to promote homogenization of the inspectors’ behaviours.

At the end of the inspection, inspectors shall produce a clear, complete report and distribute it to all competent authorities (MoEPP, Customs); it should be stored into a database for inter-institutional sharing of information and evaluation of trends in compliance.
4.2.1.2. External conditions that can affect the quality and effectiveness of the inspection plan 

· Need to establish an inner waste treatment system integrating local authorities with enforcement and inspection planning. 

· Need of an integrated electronic database fed by operators for an efficient inner shipments control.

· Improving controls and conditions of waste treatment plants.
4.2.2. Communication and cooperation with other inspection authorities 

On the national level all involved parties/persons should cooperate to ensure an effective and efficient enforcement in the field of the transboundary shipment of waste. Several authorities may be involved in the enforcement of transboundary shipment of waste (MoEPP, Customs, SEI, Police, etc.).

The particular actions of SEI involvement in WSR inspections may depend on the overall inspection structure that will include all the inspection bodies; the task is to coordinate, combine, incorporate control actions according to the competencies of each of them in order to improve effectiveness of control of transboundary movements of waste.

The establishment of the cooperation between SEI, Customs and potentially other inspection authorities (sharing of responsibilities, joint teams and inspections, communication, sharing of best practices, case by case studies, etc.) is crucial to perform effective combating of illegal shipments of waste. 

Internal cooperation can be formalized with a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU). The MoU sets out the working relationships and practices and should include a commitment to strategic approaches (e.g. joint planning) and operational interaction (e.g. joint inspection).
Following the content of the “Guidelines for customs controls on transboundary shipments of waste (2015/C 157/01)”, cooperation between Customs and National Competent Authorities (and it can be considered valid also for SEI collaboration) “should be based on an agreement that covers all necessary aspects of a joint action to ensure that the process of identifying a possible illegal shipment will be carried out in an appropriate manner”. 

To this aim, the following items must be clearly identified in the MoU: 

· The goals of each institution in relation to waste shipment controls; sharing of responsibilities (who?). 

· The appropriate time and place of intervention by the authorities concerned (when and where?).
· The description of the logic of the approach chosen (why?).
· The methodology to be used (how?).
· Training of responsible officers, including joint training sessions.
One of the most relevant problems to be tackled is the lack of available information and their storage in a information system. Therefore, it is highly recommended to include in the MoU:

· Methods for the exchange of information and intelligence between SEI, Customs and other inspection authorities, for future risk-based targeting and inspection activities.
· Definition of shared IT tools to store waste shipment information (permit, quantities, reports, notifications, ecc).
· The establishment of regular meetings at strategic, management and operational levels.
· Early communication concerning upcoming legislative proposals which may impact the inspection activity. 

The MoU should also set out the procedure to adopt joint planning processes and joint investigations and inspections.

Goals and target of the following year can be defined during periodical meetings to be held among the signing authorities where problematic waste streams, results of the inspections, new laws, regulations guidelines can be discussed. 
4.2.3. Training on waste shipment regulation and documentation

SEI shall ensure that its staff receives training, based on a training needs assessment, to ensure the maintenance of the quality waste shipment enforcement by setting up training programmes to enhance the competence of new and existing staff.
The training should cover the following issues: 

· Legal training in the WSR, related waste legislation and other related legislation affecting transboundary activity. 

· Understanding waste generation, transport and its environmental impacts. 

· The documentation necessary for waste shipment and other customs declaration. 

· The information systems for tracking waste generation and movement.

· The administrative procedures for undertaking an inspection. 

· The processes for opening, checking and assessment of waste shipments. 

· The procedures for taking samples, transporting and processing them. 

· Compiling reports on inspections. 

· The procedures for compiling evidence necessary for prosecution, etc. 

· Data management skills to store and search for data.
Besides, it is valuable to exchange programmes and joint actions within IMPEL TFS. Specific training should be supplied according to the typology of inspection to be performed: company inspection, border inspection, transport inspection ecc.
Some of the most critical tasks, on which it is worth to enhance training actions, are related to skills to recognize by-products and End-of-Waste status in the EU.
4.3. Possibility for the implementation of an EU-funded WSR project
The complexity related to proper implementation of inspection duties linked to the WSR justifies the implementation of an EU-funded cooperation project, as in the examples of Twinning projects in Bulgaria and Croatia presented in section 3.2. A WSR project to be implemented should focus on non-implemented aspects among the following topics:

1) Instructions on Planning of inspection according to WSR as amended by Regulation 660/2014; definition of criteria to implement IRAM for risk assessment on TFS. Definition of a multiannual Inspection Plan.

2) Set up of a database for waste shipment (facilities, notifications, permits, infringements, etc.), shared by the different involved authorities. 

3) Set up of a database for performed inspection in TFS (implementation).

4) Preparation of a formal Memorandum of Understanding among different competent inspection authorities.

5) Operational Manual containing procedures regarding preparation-execution-reporting of TFS inspections in different contexts: origin of the waste, border, transport, etc.

6) Definition of a training programme for inspectors, including performing of joint inspection with EU experts.
